This course will serve as an overview of American Indian history from precontact to the present. It will explore numerous themes
including cultural diversity, initial contact with Europeans, the different styles of interactions (Spanish/English/French),
accommodation and dispossession, the American treaty process, concentration, wardship, education, land allotment, termination
and relocation, and modern American Indian issues. Utilizing assigned readings, discussion, and some short films, this class will
eradicate misconceptions about American Indians and therefore eliminate the roots of discrimination and prejudice against the
original Americans.
