This is an advanced scene study course that builds upon the skills gained in Acting II and III, and trains students to handle
specific acting challenges. Special attention is given to listening and connecting, and playing to win using action-based
objectives. Scenes are taken from American post-war classics, the 1960s-70s avant-garde, and contemporary dramatic
literature. This course may be repeated once for credit.
Prerequisite(s): THTRE 1020 Script Analysis, THTRE 1300 Acting I, THTRE 1310 Acting II, and THTRE 2300 Acting III or
permission of instructor.
