In Acting for the Camera, students will learn and explore the necessary adjustments of one's acting styles, terminology, and
techniques to be a successful actor on camera. This course will be divided into the various components of camera jobs (feature
films, commercials, industrial film, sitcoms, one-hour episodic tv, etc.), and after learning the appropriate techniques for that
particular genre, students will spend time in front of the camera working with exercises and actual commercial, film and TV,
industrial scenes. Performances will then be analyzed and critiqued so that students will have an opportunity to improve their
skills.

Prerequisite(s): THTRE 1300 Acting I.
