As film cameras become extinct, effective digital imaging is an ever-important skill set to develop. This class introduces students
to court-approved techniques for digital imaging enhancements of crime scene photography utilizing Adobe Photoshop. The
students take an image from a crime scene or lab analysis, then enhance or clarify the image, and will be able to explain how
and why that clarification was compelted without altering the image. They are given several examples and are expected to
enhance those images with little or no guidance after the lecture. The students are then tested on knowledge gained through
lecture and the practical exercise.
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
