This course will look at how the growth of institutional religion in the Middle Ages led to growth of heresy and religious
authoritarianism. Against that backdrop we will look at the religious revolts of the Sixteenth Century, and the way the breaking of
religious uniformity resulted in social and political conflict and violence.
