In this course, students will be introduced to the historical background necessary to understand the contemporary Latino
population in the United States and learn basic phrasal Spanish (e.g. greetings, hospitality, phone etiquette) to retrieve and
exchange essential information with Spanish-speaking Latinos whom students may encounter in their professional lives.
Students will learn to be sensitive to the communication needs of others and understand how to improve their intercultural
communicative competence.
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
