Dating from 1947, the American Theatre Wing's Tony Awards have been presented annually to honor excellence in commercial
theatre on Broadway. It is a high honor for a writer or composer to win the award for Best Play or Best Musical, and usually
results in financial and career gains. This speaking instructive dramatic literature course examines this U.S. awards tradition,
considering how the procedural structures incorporate elements of democratic ideals and principles. Students will read examples
of Tony Award winning plays and musicals in order to consider how democratic ideals are represented in those plays and will
consider whether such representation is contributing factor in what works with the awards. The plays also serve as the basis for a
series of oral presentations.
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
