This course explores the History of Nebraska topically, covering such issues as American Indians, overland trails, expansionism,
town founding, railroads, political development, and the dust bowl era; as well as the environment, gender history, and other
topics of interest to students who enroll.

The requirements of the courses are the same EXCEPT that a research paper is required for
students in 4650.
